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Behavioral Finance and Market Valuation

Behavioral finance is a new field in finance, which has been the subject of an increasing amount of
research over the last few years. Over the entire history of finance research, it has been believed that
markets are efficient and that prices reflect fundamental values. Over the last decade however, a
number of researchers have documented that, contrary to the efficient markets and portfolio theory
hypotheses, anomalies can be observed in returns to firms after an enormous variety of corporate events

Real Estate Finance & Risk Analysis

This course infroduces and develops an understanding of the analytical techniques necessary fo
make effective real estate investment decisions. The course begins with an infroduction to global real
estate markets, real estate development and investment valuation using discounted cash flow
projections, investment performance evaluation based on net present value (NPV) and internal
rate of return (IRR). More advanced topics in real estate finance and risk analysis will focus on capital
structure considerations between equity and debt finance, real estate investment frusts

International Economics and Polifics

After an overview of the main themes of macroeconomic analysis, the classes in this course will loosely
follow the structure and contents of major textbooks in International Economics. Two good examples of
the genre are Krugman, Obstfeld, et al. (2012). International Economics, Prentice Halll.

You may find it useful to refer fo consult these textbooks as good general reference works; an important
feature of this course, however, is that you will be encourage to widen your learning by exploring a
variety of policy- oriented, current resources from discussion papers, to official documents, to podcasts
of relevant radio programs, official speeches etc. Some preparatory suggestions are included here;
more will be provided during the course on a dedicated website.

East meets west

The relationships of populations and states on either side of the great Eurasian continent have always
been complex. China has long been a source of deep fascination to Europeans, but East Asians too
have travelled, traded with and thought about the far

West since Antiquity.

In this module we will explore the material evidence for historic interactions between China and the
‘West' since the first century AD. Each day a lecture will focus on a different topic and time period fo
examine the fluctuating relationships between ‘East’ and ‘West'. We will fake each day’s lecture as a
starting point for exploring central themes in the social sciences: ethnicity, status and prestige, post-colo-
nial theories and relationships between migration and identity.Learn how to interpret and apply the
sources of international law.
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
